Ethernet Wiring:

When making a connection to another device using straight-through UTP cable, make sure
the MDI-X to MDI connection rule is followed. The following figure illustrates the pin
assignments of a straight-through UTP and a crossover UTP cable:

GND: Ground and should be connected to the power supply (-)
